Introductions

Introductions were made.  The Committee meets on the 3rd Wednesday of each quarter.  

Old Business

 Jeff Sedey is committee chair for 2011, taking over from Curt Bagnall.
New Business

Jeff Sedey, USACE, provided an update for the following Corps IDIQ solicitations:

1. Multi-disciplined IDIQ is current in the selection process.  Anticipate having formal selection made by mid-February.  We are still hoping to have the first contract (there are a total of 4 to be awarded) awarded in March, followed by one per month.  3 (large business) are $2M/year x 5 years, and 1 (small business) $1.5M/year x 5 years. 

2. Fire Protection IDIQ:  Plan to synopsize for two IDIQ contracts NTE $10 million over 5 years ($2 million per year).   Synopsis date TBD.  Still possible they may be absorbed in to the IDIQ’s above.
3. Planning IDIQ:  This is in the queue -- again, others are ahead of it.  We don't have a draft synopsis yet, hoping 1 March.   $10 mil over 5 years. Synopsis in development.
4. Ecosystem Restoration IDIQ:  Still waiting on a draft synopsis.  Believed $1 M per year for 5 years (small business).  Expect synopsize TBD. 
Jeff Sedey also provided a short explanation of the roles of an AE in “ATR” reviews for the Corps:

1. Review required of all CW projects

2. Various types of reviews:  DQC, ATR, IEPR type I, and IEPR type II (Safety Assurance Review)

3. AE (designer) submits product, review lead by Corps

4. ATR/IEPR Review Team Lead from outside the MSC (Corps Division)

5. If required the Review Team Lead may employee an AE (but not the designer) to participate in the review

Presentation

Lynn O'Leary is a Project/Program Manager with Kleinfelder's Sacramento office, managing both the Natomas Levee Improvement Program and the Geotechnical Engineering, Design and Investigation IDIQ contract with the Corps' South Pacific Division.  Before joining Kleinfelder, Ms. O'Leary was a Senior Project Manager with the Sacramento District Corps of Engineers, managing the Folsom Dam Raise project and the Sacramento/San Joaquin Delta Program.  Lynn gave a presentation on the "The Natomas Levee Improvement Program Vegetation Variance Request" - How did the NLIP obtain the first (nation-wide) approval for a vegetation variance under the Corps' revised policy guidance?
Following the Q&A, Jeff Sedey asked for meeting program suggestions and other areas of interest to the committee.  The next meeting will be on Wednesday, April 20th, 2011, at 10 am.
