New Business

Jeff Sedey and Rowena Musser, USACE, provided an update for the following Corps IDIQ solicitations:

1. Multi-disciplined IDIQ is currently in the award process.  Anticipate having formal requests for proposals sent to the successful offerors, and notification to the unsuccessful offerors within the next two weeks.  There are a total of 4 to be awarded;  3 (large business) are $2M/year x 5 years, and 1 (small business) $1.5M/year x 5 years. 

2. Planning IDIQ:  A draft synopsis has been prepared, but requires further coordination.  We will initiate market research in May.  Still on target for synopsis to occur in June.   $10 mil over 5 years.

3. Ecosystem Restoration IDIQ:  A draft synopsis is being prepared, but further coordination is required.  Still on target for synopsis to occur in June.  Believed $1 M per year for 5 years (small business).   
SBA Size Standards:  Also discussed was that the SBA is reviewing its small business size standards.  A proposal in consideration is to revise the AE size standard from $4.5 M per year to $19 M per year.  The following post-meeting information is provided for consideration:   

“Jobs Act Tour -- SBA has undertaken a comprehensive review of all small business size standards.  They are pursuing this review on a Sector by Sector basis.  They have also proposed changes to a number of industries in Sector 54, Professional, Technical, and Scientific Services.  If you or your company does business in Sector 54, you may be interested in commenting on the proposed rule.  The comment period is open until COB, Monday, May 16, 2011.  To see the proposed rule, please go to www.regulations.gov  and use “3245-AG07” [no quotes] as your search term.  That will bring up the proposal together with all comments to date.  All comments that SBA receives are public.”

Laura Hicks is the Chief of the Planning and Project Management Branch in Portland District for the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. The planning component of her position, entails leading a staff of planning managers and economists on a variety of projects including:  Continuing Authorities Program, Planning Assistance to the States, General Investigations Program for single and multiple-purpose water, environmental and ecosystem restoration, and related land resource development projects, major rehabilitation and major maintenance, and Support for Other programs.
